GENERAL INFORMATION
1.1
General matter


The Company was incorporated as a limited company under the Civil and Commercial Code on March 9, 1994, and changed its status to a Public Company Limited under the Public Company Limited Act on August 21, 2000.  The address of the head office is 26th Fl., The Trendy Building, 10/190-193 Soi.Sukhumvit 13, Sukhumvit Road, Khaeng Klong Toey Nua, Khet Wattana, Bangkok. The Company operates in Thailand and the main business is business and financial consulting services and investments.

Basis for the preparation 

The financial statements of the company have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting standards including related interpretations and guidelines promulgated by the Federation of Accounting Professional
The consolidated financial statements for the years ended December 31, 2015 and 2014, have been included the financial statements of its subsidiaries and overseas subsidiaries (Brooker International Company Limited and Brooker Dunn Asset Advisory Limited) after eliminated significant inter-company transactions. The financial statements for the overseas subsidiaries reflect total assets as of December 31, 2015 and 2014 amount of Baht 989.51 million and Baht 726.40 million respectively, (equivalent to 46.77% and 53.44% respectively of total assets in the consolidated financial statement), total liabilities amount of Baht 15.33 million and Baht 19.55 million respectively (equivalent to 17.84% and 26.28% respectively of total liabilities in the consolidated financial statement) and net profit for the years then ended, amount of Baht 245.36 million and Baht 203.09 million respectively (equivalent to 30.43% of net profit and 61.68% of net profit in the consolidated financial statement respectively)
The financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis except where otherwise disclosed in the accounting policies.
An English language version of the financial statements has been prepared from the statutory financial statements that were issued in Thai language. In case of conflict or difference in understanding, the financial statements in Thai language shall prevail.

Summary of significant accounting policies 

1.5.1
Revenue recognition

a)
Rendering of services


Service income is recognized on accrual basis.
b)
Sales of goods


Sales of goods are recognized when the significant risks and rewards of ownership of the goods have passed to the buyer. Sales are the invoiced value, excluding value added tax, of goods supplied after deducting discounts and allowances.

c)   Interest income 


Interest income is recognized as interest accrues based on the effective rate method.

Cash and cash equivalents


Cash and cash equivalents consist of cash in hand, cash at banks, and all highly liquid investments with an original maturity of three months or less and not subject to withdrawal restrictions.

Trade accounts receivable 


Trade accounts receivable are stated at the net realizable value. Allowance for doubtful accounts is provided for the estimated losses that may be incurred in collection of receivables. The allowance is generally based on collection experiences and analysis of debtor aging.
1.5.4
Temporary investments 


Trading securities are presented at fair value. Gains or losses arising from changes in the carrying amounts of securities are included in determining gains or losses. 


The fair value of trading securities is based on the latest bid price of the last working day of the year as quoted on the Stock Exchange of Thailand.

Investment in Brooker Sukhothai Fund is presented at fair value which is the net assets value (NAV) at the end of the accounting period. The Company records the changed of the securities value as gain or loss in the income statement.

Property, plant, equipment 


Property, plant, equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation.

Related party transactions


Related parties comprise enterprises and individuals that control, or are controlled by, the Company, whether directly or indirectly, or which are under common control with the Company.


They also include individuals which directly or indirectly own a voting interest in the Company that gives them significant influence over the Company, key management personnel, directors and officers with authority in the planning and direction of the Company’s operations.

Foreign currencies

Foreign currency transactions are translated into Baht at the exchange rates ruling on the transaction dates. Assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies outstanding at the statement of financial position date are translated into Baht at the exchange rates (buying or selling rates) of the Bank of Thailand ruling on the statement of financial position date respectively.
Gains and losses on exchange are included in determining of income in the period.
1.5.8
Impairment of assets


The Company assesses at each reporting date whether there is an indication that an asset may be impaired. If any such indication exists, the Company makes an estimate of the asset’s recoverable amount where the carrying amount of the asset exceeds its recoverable amount, the asset is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount. Impairment losses are recognized in the income statements. An asset’s recoverable amount is the higher of fair value less costs to sell or value in use.

1.5.9
Employee benefits

Salaries, wages, bonuses, contributions to the social security fund, provident fund and other benefits are recognized as expenses when incurred.

Severance Payment as specified in Thai Law is recognized as expenses in the income statement along the service period of employees. The Company’s post - employment benefit obligations are estimated by a qualified actuary under the actuarial assumption using the Projected Unit Credit Method. However, the actual benefit obligation may be different from the estimate.

The Company recognized the actuarial gains or losses arising from defined benefit plan in the period incurred in other comprehensive income.
1.5.10 
Income tax


Income tax expense for the year comprises current and deferred tax.  Current and deferred taxes are recognized in profit or loss except to the extent that they relate to business combination or items recognized directly in equity or in other comprehensive income.


Current tax is the expected tax payable or receivable on the taxable income or loss for the year, using tax rates enacted or substantively enacted at the reporting date.


Deferred tax is recognized in respect of temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities at the reporting date and tax base of the relating assets and liabilities.


Deferred tax is measured at the tax rates that are expected to be applied to the temporary differences when they reverse, using tax rates enacted or substantively enacted at the reporting date.  

A deferred tax asset is recognized to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits will be available against which the temporary differences can be utilized.  Deferred tax assets are reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that the related tax benefit will be realized.

Lease


The Company recognizes the lease payments, specified in the operating lease agreement, in the statements of income by straight-line method for the whole lease-period.

Basic earnings (loss) per share

Basic earnings (loss)  per  share is  determined   by  dividing  the  net profit (loss) by  the weighted  average  number of issued and paid-up of common shares at the end of accounting period.

Sensitivity analysis of significant actuarial assumptions

Significant actuarial assumptions for sensitivity analysis are discount rate, salary increase rate and mortality, while holding all other assumptions constant. The sensitivity analysis of change in the relevant actuarial assumption that was reasonably possible as of September 30, 2015 as follows:

If the discount rate increases (decreases) by 1.0%, the employee benefit obligation would decrease Baht 0.16 million (increase Baht 0.19 million).

On March 31, 2012, a shareholder exercised his warrants rights to purchase the allotted ordinary shares for 500 units at Baht 1.05 per share totaling Baht 525.00. The Company registered the share increase and the registered shares with the Ministry of Commerce on April 5, 2012. 
On April 26, 2013, the Company changed the exercise price from Baht 1.05 to Baht 1.047 and the numbers of warrants to purchase an ordinary share from 1:1 to 1: 1.004 (according to the below table). On June 6, 2013, the Company registered the share increase of 1,500,000 shares at Baht 0.50 per share to accommodate the exercise of the warrant rights according to the change.
On June 30, 2013, shareholders exercised their warrant rights to purchase the allotted ordinary shares for 297,000 units to receive 298,188 units of rights at the exercise price of Baht 1.047 per share totaling Baht 312,203.52. The Company registered the share increase and the paid-up shares with the Ministry of Commerce on October 4, 2013. The remaining of warrants which have not been exercised are 370,118,032 units.

On December 27, 2013, shareholders exercised their warrant rights to purchase the allotted ordinary shares for 681,100 units to receive 854,780 units of rights at the exercise price of Baht 0.838 per share totaling Baht 716,305.64. The Company registered the share increase and the paid-up shares with the Ministry of Commerce on January 7, 2014. The remaining of warrants which have not been exercised are 369,436,932 units.

On March 31, 2014, shareholders exercised their warrant rights to purchase the allotted ordinary shares for 54,000 units to receive 67,770 units of rights at the exercise price of Baht 0.838 per share totaling Baht 56,791.26. The Company registered the share increase and the paid-up shares with the Ministry of Commerce on April 2, 2014. The remaining of warrants which have not been exercised are 369,382,932 units.

On June 30, 2014, shareholders exercised their warrant rights to purchase the allotted ordinary shares for 2,757,000 units to receive 3,460,035 units of rights at the exercise price of Baht 0.838 per share totaling Baht 2,899,509.33. The Company registered the share increase and the paid-up shares with the Ministry of Commerce on July 4, 2014. The remaining of warrants which have not been exercised are 366,625,932 units.
On September 30, 2014, shareholders exercised their warrant rights to purchase the allotted ordinary shares for 36,037,179 units to receive 45,226,658 units of rights at the exercise price of Baht 0.838 per share totaling Baht 37,899,940.70. The Company registered the share increase and the paid-up shares with the Ministry of Commerce on October 3, 2014. The remaining of warrants which have not been exercised are 330,588,753 units.
On December 31, 2014, shareholders exercised their warrant rights to purchase the allotted ordinary shares for 150,000 units to receive 188,250 units of rights at the exercise price of Baht 0.838 per share totaling Baht 157,753.50. The Company registered the share increase and the paid-up shares with the Ministry of Commerce on January 6, 2015. The remaining of warrants which have not been exercised are 330,438,753 units.
On March 31, 2015, shareholders exercised their warrant rights to purchase the allotted ordinary shares for 9,262,200 units to receive 11,624,060 units of rights at the exercise price of Baht 0.838 per share totaling Baht 9,740,962.28.  The Company registered the share increase and the paid-up shares with the Ministry of Commerce on April 2, 2015. The remaining of warrants which have not been exercised are 321,176,553 units.

On May 13, 2015, the Company changed the exercise price from Baht 0.838 to Baht 0.208 and the numbers of warrants to purchase an ordinary share from 1:1.255 to 1: 5.068 (according to the below table). On May 8, 2015, the Company registered the share increase of 24,000,000 shares at Baht 0.125 per share to accommodate the exercise of the warrant rights according to the change.
On June 30, 2015, shareholders exercised their warrant rights to purchase the allotted ordinary shares for 146,430,157 units to receive 742,108,033 units of rights at the exercise price of Baht 0.208 per share totaling Baht 154,358,470.87. Binswanger Brooker (Thailand) Limited, a Company's subsidiary, has entered into an agreement with a foreign company to establish an alliance to serve with real estate business in Thailand.  The subsidiary company is obliged to comply with certain conditions as stated in the agreement and has to pay a USD 8,000 Global Marketing fee and a USD 2,250 applicable support fee per year. In addition, the subsidiary is committed to contribute its revenue with the contractual party at 5% of its gross revenue and additional 1% of the gross revenue for transactions involved with multi-national company. The agreement has expired in 2011 and has been extended for a period of four years ending 2015.

22.3 
A subsidiary in foreign countries has entered into a fund management agreement which the Fund was registered in foreign countries. The Fee will be calculated and accrued on monthly basis as the amount stated in the agreement. The agreement has no duration period. Therefore, the agreement is being effective until the liquidation date of the Fund or both parties agree to terminate the agreement.

23.
FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS
23.1   Financial risk management policies

The Company is exposed to normal business risks from changes in market interest rates and currency exchange rates and from non-performance of contractual obligations by counterparties. The Company does not issue derivative financial instruments for speculative or trading purposes.

23.2   Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that future movements in market interest rates will affect the results of the Company’s operations and its cash flows. Management believes that the interest rate risk is minimal. Hence, the Company and its subsidiary have no hedging agreement to protect against such risk.
23.3   Foreign currency risk


The Company is exposed to foreign currency risk relating to trading transactions which are denominated in foreign currencies. Management believes that there is no significant affect from the foreign currency risk. Because of the balance of foreign currency is due from transactions between foreign subsidiaries, which the Company is able to set a payment period corresponding to the fluctuation of exchange rate. Thus, the Company does not use derivative financial instruments to mitigate this risk.

23.4   Credit risk

Credit risk is the potential financial loss resulting from the failure of a customer or a counter party to settle its financial and contractual obligations to the Company as and when they fall due. Management has a credit policy in place and the exposure to credit risk is monitored on an ongoing basis. Credit evaluations are performed on customers. At the statement of financial position date there were no significant concentrations of credit risk. The credit risk is represented by the carrying amount of each financial asset in the statement of financial position. However, management does not anticipate material losses from its debt collection.

23.5   Liquidity risk

The Company monitors its liquidity risk and maintains a level of cash and cash equivalents deemed adequate by management to finance the Company’s operations and to mitigate the effects of fluctuations in cash flows.
